The national health care debate is causing 
President Obama’s approval ratings to plum-
met, grinding the rest of the liberal agenda to a 
halt, and instigating divisive intraparty squab-
bles not seen in some time.

Many leaders and citizens 
alike are wondering what the White House has done with 
the data it did collect. 
 
Senator John Cornyn (R-TX), who has led the charge on this 
issue, sent a letter to the White House asking in pertinent 
part:  “What protocols is the White House following to 
purge the names, email addresses, IP addresses, and identi-
ties of citizens… how do you intend to use the names, 
email addresses, IP addresses, and identities of citizens…
There have been allegations that emails sent to the 
flag@whitehouse.gov email address have been shared with 
the Democratic National Committee and other third-party 
groups outside of the administration.  Have any of the con-
tents or the information from email received at 
flag@whitehouse.gov been shared with the DNC or any 
other outside group?” 
 
Unfortunately, with the Democrats in charge of the over-
sight committees on Capitol Hill, the American people may 
never get the answers to these important questions. 
 
This episode is all about the 1st Amendment. When the 
White House sends signals that it might be keeping tabs on 
people who disagree with it, those people are less likely to 
speak their minds and exercise their right to free speech. 
Having robust debates about important issues like health 
care is what makes America great. Even the ACLU felt the 
need to chime in on this outrage, releasing a statement that 
said, “…while it is unclear at this point what the govern-
ment is doing with the information it is collecting, critics of 
the administration’s health care proposal should not fear 
that their names will end up in some government database 
that could be used to chill their right to free speech.”

The uproar that erupted from the left when Mr. 
Obama claimed he was opposed to prosecuting 
members of the CIA was a wakeup call for the 
President.  He moved quickly to appease his crit-
ics, but now has apparently folded completely, 
permitting these investigations to go forward. 
 
The worst part of this whole ordeal is that the 
alleged acts being probed have already been in-
vestigated by career prosecutors years ago.   The 
CIA’s own internal watchdog had prepared a re-
port and then referred it to Justice Department 
attorneys to determine whether or not the ac-
tions contained in the report warranted criminal 
prosecution.  Those officials determined that  
CIA personnel should not be prosecuted and 
closed the case. 
 
Eric Holder, a political appointee, decided that 
the career prosecutors were wrong in their judg-
ment and should be overruled.  So now, despite 
being cleared by the Justice Department once, 
these CIA officers will have to subject them-
selves to a federal investigation and go to sleep 
at night thinking about the prospect of ending 
up in jail for serving their country. 
 
Sadly, the Inspector General’s report demon-
strates that these officers were remarkably pre-
scient in what would happen.  As the Wall Street 
Journal quotes, "One officer expressed concern 
that one day, Agency officers will wind up on 
some 'wanted list' to appear before the World 
Court. . . . Another said, 'Ten years from now, 
we're going to be sorry we're doing this . . . [but] 
it has to be done.'" 
 
We can only hope that they are wrong, and even 
more importantly, that ten years from now, we 
aren’t regretting what we did to them. 
 
It is important to remember that, since Septem-
ber 11, 2001, there have been no terrorist at-
tacks on U.S. soil, and our heroes at the CIA are 
a major reason why.

Even though the mainstream media is deter-
mined to blame President Obama’s terrible han-
dling of healthcare reform on Republican oppo-
sition, the fact of the matter remains that mem-
bers of President Obama’s own party are block-
ing the legislation.

During a town hall meeting, Freshman Democ-
rat and Blue Dog Congressman Parker Griffith 
declared that he would not support Nancy Pe-
losi for Speaker of the House again.
