
A Look Back 
 More than two years after the fact, President 
Obamaõs partisan $800 billion òstimulusó bill is still as con-
troversial as it was when in was first signed into law in Feb-
ruary 2009.   Millions of Americans have written it off as an 
abject failure.  Millions more continue to wait for the jobs 
they were promised by their President.  As you recall, the 
bill was rushed through the legislative process with virtually 
no Republican support and passed with little debate or con-
sideration of any kind.  Questions about how the plan would 
actually work or succeed were largely pushed aside.  The 
Obama Administration told the American people that if the 
stimulus bill was signed into law, unemployment wouldnõt 
go above 8 percent.  As it turns out, last month was the first 
time the unemployment rate was under 9 percent since April 
of 2009.  The bottom line is that there is little evidence that 
the Obama stimulus was anything but a lesson in how to 
essentially waste almost a trillion dollars in taxpayer funds. 
 So, where did the money go?  We at Citizens United 
were more than curious about this, so we decided to poke 
around a little bit.   

 

The Basics 
 For starters, the Obama Administrationõs stimulus 
website, www.recovery.gov, is about as easy to navigate as 
the icebergs of the North Atlantic.  For obvious reasons, 
providing user-friendly information is not in the administra-
tionõs best interests.  This practice has become far too typi-
cal inside our federal government, regardless of who is in 
charge.  At any rate, here are the basics, as far as we can tell.   
 The $787 billion stimulus bill was divided into three 
main parts in terms of how the money is to be spent.  $288 
billion is being spent on òtax benefitsó; $224 billion on 
òentitlementsó; and $275 billion on òcontracts, grants, and 
loans.ó  To date, the following percentage of funds in the 
three areas have been spent: 
¶ $259.9 billion out of $288 billion (90 percent) of the 

funds dedicated to òtax benefitsó have been spent. 
¶ $184.4 billion out of $224 billion (82 percent) of the 
funds dedicated for òentitlementsó have been spent. 

¶ $180.5 billion out of $275 billion (66 percent) of the 
funds dedicated for òcontracts, grants, and loansó 
have been spent. 

¶ $624.8 billion out of $787 billion (79 percent) in to-
tal stimulus funds have been spent. (*92 percent of 
the $787 billion has been òmade available.ó) 

 

$512 Billion In Stimulus Funds Not Subject To Tight 

Reporting Requirements 
 Only 35 percent of all stimulus funds ($275 billion 
out of $787 billion) were actually appropriated for the 
òcontract, grants, and loansó that were supposed to help 
with job creation.  Also, while this $275 billion was subject 
to so-called òtightó reporting requirements, the other $512 
billion for òtax benefitsó and òentitlementsó was not!       
 According to OMBWatch.org,  òAbout one-third of 
Recovery Act spending, the discretionary funding 
(òcontracts, grants, and loansó), is subject to the tight re-
porting requirements and provides monetary resources for 
infrastructure, research, green energy, and other projectsé
The other two-thirds of Recovery Act spending include enti-
tlement spending and tax expenditures.  Entitlements are 
direct payments to people, such as unemployment insur-
ance, COBRA health insurance benefits, and one-time Social 
Security payments; tax expenditures are the tax credits and 
deductions authorized by the actéCongress exempted these 
entitlement payments and tax cuts from the Recovery Act 
reporting requirements largely for privacy reasons.ó  
 According to The New York Times, the Internal Reve-
nue Service has no way of knowing if billions in tax benefits 
available through the stimulus are being rightfully claimed:  
òThousands of American taxpayers incorrectly claimed more 
than $500 million in tax 
benefits under the Obama 
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administrationõs tax break for first-time home buyers, a government watchdog re-
port saidéThat finding was one part of a report by the inspector general for tax 
administration that said the Internal Revenue Service does not know whether the 
majority of the $312 billion in tax breaks available through the American Recovery 
and Reinvestment Act are being claimed legitimately.  The report said that for 
businesses and individual taxpayers claiming tax relief under the 2009 act, ôthe IRS 
is unable to verify eligibility for the majority of Recovery Act benefits at the time a 
tax return is processed.õó 

 

Congressional Reports On Stimulus Waste 
 When the Democrats were in control of Congress over the past two years, 
they conducted no oversight, but thankfully Senator Coburn released three reports 
(June 2009, December 2009, and August 2010) highlighting 300 wasteful stimulus 
projects or expenditures worth more than $11 billion.  In our opinion, itõs abun-
dantly clear that the necessary safeguards to limit the misuse of stimulus funds 
were not built into the legislation.  This is what happens when our leaders make 
rushed decisions with unprecedented amounts of taxpayer dollars.   

 

Stimulus Spending Per Congressional District 
 Citizens United recently completed a study analyzing stimulus spending by 
congressional district based upon information provided on www.recovery.gov.   
For the purposes of this study, we included the District of Columbia as a congres-
sional district because it received substantial stimulus funds.  Here is a summary of 
the findings. 
¶ More than $250 billion has been sent to congressional districts for 
òcontract, grants, and loans.ó 

¶ 48 out of 436 (11 percent) congressional districts received $1 billion or 
more.  5 of these 48 districts are statewide districts. 

¶ Average funds received per congressional district: more than $589 million. 
¶ Most funds received: $5,431,143,598 to Rep. Doris Matsuiõs district (D-

CA, 5th district). 
¶ Least funds received: $36,034,679 to Rep. Anthony Weinerõs district (D-

NY, 9th district). 
 

Important New Legislation To Refund Unspent Stimulus Funds 
 Scores of fiscally conservative Americans believe it would be a smart idea 
to return the more than $160 billion in unspent stimulus funds.  Regardless of the 
outrageous trillion dollar figures weõve become accustomed to during the Obama 
Era, $160 billion is still a huge amount of money that is worth going after to put 
toward deficit reduction.  Sen. Jerry Moran (R-KS) and Rep. Sean Duffy (R-WI) 
recently introduced legislation aiming to do exactly that.   
 

Closing 
 President Obamaõs stimulus plan has failed and his ultra-partisan approach 
in passing the legislation set the tone for his presidency.  Looking at the staggering 
amounts of taxpayer funds each congressional district received for so few positive 
results is a disgrace.  The mainstream mediaõs refusal to thoroughly investigate the 
stimulus bill is shameful.  Going forward, it is critically important for the Congress 
to stop payment on the unspent stimulus money so all is not lost. The Republican 
House of Representatives must also conduct vigorous oversight to find out what 
went wrong to ensure that this never happens again.

Sec-

ond, Congress narrowly passes a controversial 

law, along party lines, by a vote of 219 to 212 in 

the House of Representatives.  If you are the At-

torney General, which law do you defend? 

 The right answer is you defend them both.  

Our Constitution set forth a government that re-

lies on a separation of powers.  That system 

places the power to create laws in the legislative 

branch, the duty to execute the laws in the execu-

tive branch, and the ability to determine the Con-

stitutionality of a law in the judicial branch.  This 

divided system of government has stood the test 

of time. 

 With regards to the executive branch, Arti-

cle II, Section 3 of the Constitution requires that 

the President ñtake Care that the Laws be faith-

fully executed.ò  Itôs a simple directive, execute 

the laws that Congress passes.  The President 

does so through an ever-expanding executive 

branch.  Presidents delegate powers and responsi-

bilities in order to execute the laws that Congress 

passes.  It falls on the Attorney General to defend 

the laws of the United States when challenged in 

the courts.  In our hypothetical, the Attorney Gen-

eral should defend both laws. 

 Unfortunately government does not always 

function as it would in a high school civics text-

book.  Government officials, including the Attor-

ney General, are political animals and will take 

actions to implement their political agendas over 

defending the laws of the United States they have 

sworn to enforce and protect. 

 Our current Attorney General, Eric Holder, 

is a Washington DC insider.  He has a political 

agenda of his own.  Both Holder and President 

Barack Obama are using the legal system as a 

means for executing this partisan political 

agenda.

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ñstimulusò funds, his government takeover of the 

American healthcare system is what he will be 

remembered for.   The government, in its zeal to 

pass the legislation, lied about its constitutional 

basis.  Throughout the entire legislative process, 

the government insisted that the healthcare man-

date was not a tax.  However, once the bill be-

came law, the government, lacking a constitu-

tional leg to stand on, changed its tune.  Now 

Holderôs Justice Department claims Obamacare is 

Constitutional because it is in fact a tax. 

 The most offensive provision of 

Obamacare requires all Americans to purchase 

government approved healthcare plans.  If you 

donôt purchase the insurance youôll be penalized.  

Never before has the government mandated pur-

chase of a private good or service.  If this is Con-

stitutional, what is to stop the government from 

requiring you to buy a Chevrolet, or requiring 

each American to purchase one pound of broccoli 

each week?  There would be no limit on govern-

ment power.  Yet this is the law that the Obama 

Administration aggressively lobbied for and now 

will fight for until their last breath. 

 Challenged in court by no less than 28 

states and declared unconstitutional by at least 

two courts, the Obama Administration and the 

Holder Justice Department still persist.  After a 

court in Florida struck down the legislation, 

Holderôs Justice Department sought to stay en-

forcement of the decision.  In effect, rather than 

appeal the ruling, Holderôs representatives sought 

to blunt its impact.  Only after the Judge took 

them to task did they file a notice of appeal. 

 The Obama Administration fought for the 

healthcare proposal the President desired.  Now, 

under fire from all angles, the Obama Administra-

tion will not admit that it erred. 

 The Holder Justice Department will not, 

however, defend the legality of DOMA.  DOMA 

was enacted on September 21, 1996.  It passed the 

House of Representatives with a resounding bi-

partisan vote of 342 to 67 and the Senate with a 

vote of 85 to 14.  The law simply stated that ñthe 

word ómarriageô means only a legal union be-

tween one man and one woman as husband and 

wife, and the word óspouseô refers only to a per-

son of the opposite sex who is a husband or a 

wife.ò  For fifteen years it has been the law of the 

land.  It has been defended by the Justice Depart-

ment under Democrat and Republican administra-

tions.  For the past two years, the Department of 

Justice, under the direction of Obama and Holder, 

has defended the law as constitutional.   
  

  

 

 But now The Obama Justice Department 

has abandoned DOMA and its responsibility to 

faithfully execute the law. Congress is left to the 

Administrationôs job ï defend the law.  Speaker 

Boehner has convened the Bipartisan Legal Advi-

sory Group to determine how to defend the legis-

lation.  Unfortunately, Attorney General Holder 

and President Obama have made clear they will 

only defend the laws that advance their political 

agenda. 

President Obama refuses to let the healthcare reform 

bill go down without a fight, even though it is deemed 

unconstitutional. However, DOMA, a law that is  

constitutional, is being left by the wayside.

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Iraq before the job was done.  He wanted to cut 

and run just before the successful surge was or-

chestrated by General David Petraeus.   

 In January of 2007, then-Senator Barack
